1. From the North – Driving south on Highway 169 toward Mankato:  As you reach Mankato, continue on Highway 169 - south toward Blue Earth and travel over the Minnesota River bridge.  Take the first exit (Highway 66 – Riverfront Drive) when you cross the bridge (the off ramp goes down to the right).

2. At the bottom of the exit ramp, take a left at the light and go north (3 tens of a mile) to Stoltzman Road (Blue Earth County Road 16) – it’s the next stoplight. 

3. Take a right on Stoltzman Road (Blue Earth County Road 16 – for reference the high school will be on your right – home of the “Fighting Scarlets”).  At the first stop sign – go straight.  The road winds out of town about 3.7 miles gradually going up and down a grade and then straightens out to the South as you reach the outskirts of Mankato.

4. Continue on Blue Earth County Road #16 (south).  You will cross a paved road (Blue Earth 90 – stop sign) – go straight and continue south until you cross the second river (the first river bottom you will cross over is the Le Sueur River and the second river bottom is the Big Cobb River).  At the top of the hill after the Le Sueur River bottom - there is a paved County Road #35 that goes to Good Thunder – to the right – do not take that road, continue South on County 16 south for about a mile.

5. You will cross the Big Cobb River - our driveway is the first one on the right hand side (1/2 mile beyond the Cobb River as you drive uphill).  The address is on the mailbox (the mailbox is black) and the driveway is about 1/3 mile long. (We are about 6 miles south of Mankato) – big white house. 

Or: 

1. When you enter Mankato from the East on Highway # 14 – Take State Highway # 22 south toward Mapleton.  Continue on Highway # 22 south until you pass a church on the right hand side (west side of the road).  The next paved road after the church is County Road # 16 (for that matter it is the next road - period).

2. Turn right (west) on County Road # 16 and travel exactly two miles.  Our driveway in located on the left hand side of the road as you wind down the hill (we’re not at the top or bottom of the hill – our driveway is in-between).  There’s a black mailbox on the left hand side.  If you went over the Cobb River Bridge - you went too far – turn around. (We are about 8 miles south of Mankato on this route)  

Or:
Coming from the South travelling north on Highway 22 from Mapleton – Beauford.

1. From Albert Lee – take Interstate 90 West to the Alden exit

2. Exit at Alden – taking highway 109 north through Alden toward Wells 

3. Highway 109 connects with Highway 22 traveling North to Minnesota Lake – then Mapleton – then Beauford

4. Two miles north of Beauford on Highway 22 – you will reach Blue Earth County Road 16 (the first paved road crossing on Highway 22 after Beauford)

5. Go left (west) on County Road # 16 exactly two miles.  Our driveway in located on the left hand side of the road as you wind down the hill (we’re not at the top or bottom of the hill – our driveway is in-between).  There’s a black mailbox on the left hand side.  If you crossed the Cobb River Bridge - you went too far – turn around.
